Careers Education, Information and Guidance (CEIAG) is a central component 
throughout all years at Abbey Community College.

As an inclusive, caring and child centred school, Abbey Community College enhances and 
supports the personal, social and academic development of each individual student in all 
aspects of college life.

To ensure that students return to Post - 16 education with the adequate level of 
academic performance at Key Stage 4, the basic minimum entry requirements for 
Level 3 are:
